NO: Spiral phone books, shredded pa-
per, magazines, or junk mail 

Cardboard 

Flatten all cardboard. 

 Cardboard (non-waxed) 

 Beverage & Soda Cases 

 Cake & Snack Boxes 

 Pizza Delivery Boxes 

NO: Fridge/freezer or wax coated    
boxes, Styrofoam or other packaging 
materials 

Glass 

Rinse and take caps off. 

 Glass containers that contain 
food or beverage product 

 All colored glass (brown, green, and clear) 

NO: Drinking glasses, window glass, ceramics, or 
mirrors 

Plastic 

Rinse and take caps off. 

 Berry Containers 

 Juice Containers 

 Milk Jugs 

 Plastic Containers #1-#7 

 Water Bottles 

 Yogurt tubs, butter tubs, etc. 

NO: Plastic bags, plastic /saran wrap or containers 
that held hazardous substances such as motor oil 
or antifreeze 

Place these items loosely in the recycling dumpsters. 

Please DO NOT place recyclables into plastic bags
